Minutes of Meeting for AAC Meeting held on 10-Apr-2024 

Discussion 

The Academic Advisory Committee was formed to provide suggestions and 

recommendations for the continuous improvement, student competencies, adoption of 

new policies and delivery strategies. The AAC meeting for the academic year 2023-24 
SEM-II was held on 10 Apr 2024 from 3:30 pm to 5:00 pm online on Microsoft Teams 

platform and the following members were present for the same. The member list is placed 

at flag 'A' and attendance is placed at flag 'B'. AAC members Mr. Sameer Dalal, Mrs. 
Kavita Nima, Mr. Gaurav Pande, Mr. Abhshek Panda attended the meeting online. Also 

two student members - Dipankar Kumar Singh (BE-IT) and Bhupesh Yadav (SE-IT) 
joined online. 

Autonomy 

The meeting began at 3:30pm and Prof.(Dr.) Sangeeta Jadhav welcome all the members 

present for the meeting. She briefed the agenda of the meeting and also listed the 

department data in the 2023-24 SEM-I. The various activities planned in next semester are 

also discussed. Some of the important comments/suggestions/recommendations received 

during the AAC meeting are listed below. 

1) Dr. Ashwini Sapkal pointed out that Autonomy is sanctioned from academic 

year 2025-26. Also NEP structure and regulations are also discussed. 

2) Dr. Rahul Desai pointed out that syllabus is designed from scratch with 
consideration of various autonomous colleges such as PCCOE, Cummins, 
COEP, IIT Mumbai etc. 

3) Abhishek Panda highlighted that syllabus need to design in such a way that 
knowledge should be imparted to the students. 

4) Dr. Ashwini Sapkal pointed that more focus is given to the 6 months 

Internships and final year projects. Also various interdisciplinary subjects 
such as curricular courses and subject related with finance are also added. 

5) Ms. Sushmita Singh (BE IT) member suggested that weightages should be 
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given to the participation to various hackathons and necd to make it 

compulsory for students. 

6) Alumni members were not in opinion to give weightages to the participation 
to various hackathons as it is on student's interest only and cannot be made 

mandatory. Mr. Abhishek Panda pointed out that framework need to be 
designed in such way that will become easier to do for all students. Mr. 

Abhishek Panda suggested to maximize the number of electives that will help 

the students to select subjects as per their interest. Also choices need to give 
to the student to select elective from other branches. 

NEP Policy 

1) Dr. Sangeeta Jadhav also highlighted the NEP policy of higher education 
which includes multiple entry-multiple exit, and inter-disciplinary electives. 
Also credits are given to club activities. Dr. Sangeeta Jadhav asked about the 

readiness of industry to accept students undergoing credit 40% engineering 
and 60% inter-disciplinary credits. 

2) Mr. Abhishek Panda said that there will be no problems for such students to 
accept from industry. It depends upon the individual strengths. 

3) Dr. Sangeeta Jadhav invited Mr. Sameer Dalal and Mrs. Kavita Nina to 
become part of Board of Studies and academic advisory body at central level. 

Dr. Sangeeta Jadhav also requested to guide the faculty for framing the 
syllabus, deciding the credits and deciding the evaluation schemes.Mr. 
Sameer Dalal and Mrs. Kavita Nirna both agreed for the same. 

4) Dr. Sangeeta Jadhav asks if such autonomy or NEP policy hampers the 

placement. Principal explain in detail about NEP policy. Students can opt 
50% credits from core branches and 50% from other branches. 

5) Mr. Sameer Dalal pointed that industry will check quality of students and 

may not check for the university syllabus as SPPU is renowned university. 

Mr. Sameer Dalal also said that industry interaction need to carry out to 
select best curriculum and various advanced subjects/topics to suit the 

industry needs. 
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6) Mrs. Kavira Nirna said, it is prominently required to gain the strong domain 
knowledge to implement the solution. 

7) Dr. Sangeeta Jadhav gave example that finance knowledge is required to start 
the startup industry so it is beneficial to go for such updated curriculum. 

8) Principal told it is one of the challenges as UGC have given liberty to the 
students that students can go to other colleges and opt the subject and based 
on the understanding between institutes part of fees will be shared. 

9) Principal also told many colleges and universities already started with basket 
systems where student can select the subjects as per their choice and pay the 

fees accordingly. 
10) Mr. Sameer Dalal suggested to provide some online platform for additional 

courses. Dr. Sangeeta added that AICTE also took initiative started online 

platform like SWAYAM NPTEL for online courses. 
11) Principal also suggested that students should select proper/right subjects for 

their career and that will help them to get good placement. 
12) Mrs. Kavita Nirna suggested to carefully select the mandatory subjects that 

will be useful for students careers. Principal also agreed for the same. Dr. 
Sangeeta Jadhav requested to AAC members for guidance of mandatory 
subjects. 

The meeting was concluded at 5:10 pm with a vote of thanks to the members for their 

presence and their cooperation.
