Subject: Regarding the organization of the first session examinations of the
academic year 2021-22

sir / madam,
Following the above topic, you are informed as follows.

1. Covid-19 In the event of an outbreak, the University Board of Trustees had
earlier decided in the examination to give a chance to the students who are not
currently eligible admission in the next class in order to avoid any academic harm to
the students. This has been approved only for this session. Accordingly, the colleges
should take action regarding the provision of provisional admission to this student in
the next for class. If the students qualify for the next class as per the prevailing
system after passing the examination for these backward subjects, then they will be
given an opportunity to fill up the application form for the examination of the second
session of the academic year 2021-22. And this student will not suffer the loss of the
academic year.

Concerned students and affiliated colleges are being informed through this letter that
students will not be able to fill up the examination application form for the unqualified
courses. Students/ institutions should not demand for this. Also, colleges should not
inward such examination application forms. It should be noted that if any mistakes
are made by the students or colleges in this regard, the matter will be referred to the
committee.

2. During the Covid-19 outbreak, students had chosen subjects which were not
available in their college. Therefore, the college and examination department had to
face many problems while implementing the results process. It should be noted that
students will be required to choose the right subject and colleges will be required to
ensure this while submitting the examination application form.

3. The facility of photo printing on the student's mark sheet is planned to be
started for the first year students in the academic year 2021-22. For this, the passport
size of the students (51mm x 51mm) should be of clean and good quality on a plain
white background. Colleges should make sure that the photo belongs to the concerned
student of the college, only then upload this photo on the web portal.

4. Eligible students of 2008/2013 traditional course in old pattern will be required
to take admission as per 2019 syllabus in the academic year 2021-22. Information
about equivalence or other matters should be made available to the concerned
students by the affiliated colleges.
