: Decisions of Board of University in the pandemic situations of COVID-19

The Decisions and principle guidelines of Board of University in the pandemic situations of
COVID-19, for organization of October/November 2020 (Planning April/May, 2021) Online
Examinations of First year to Final year students are as Follows —
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Online examinations of First year to Final year students of all the disciplines are
planned from 10 April, 2021. FE, SE, TE, BE and ME End Semester Exams will be of
50 Marks, 60 minutes duration, MCQ only. (No subjective questions for BE). 60
questions will be asked to the student out of that 50 correctly answered questions
will be considered.

The syllabus for the online examinations will be 100% for SE, TE, BE and ME Sem
II1, since 100% syllabus has been taught. As most of the syllabi in all programs are
100 % completed, the examinations for those syllabi will be on 100 % syllabus.

The first session of the academic year 2020-21 of professional courses has started
from 6 February 2021. For example, the first semester, examinations of, First year
Engineering, (UG and PG) and (Architecture, Pharmacy Engineering, Law, M.Ed, MP.Ed,
B.Sc-B.Ed, BA-B.Ed) the syllabus for End Semester examinations will be 70% starting
from the Unit-I.

For the first session examinations, only the marks of the written papers (Theory
Papers) are given to the students through the Students Profile System i.e. The marks
obtained in theory paper (End Sem) of first semester will be available to students
through Students Profile System. Examination forms of March/April 2021
examinations will be made available to students, in stages depending upon the
results. However, the mark sheets of October/November, 2020 and March/April,
2021 will be distributed in credit system later together.

Examinations for the first year backlog / regular (if any) courses mentioned below
should be conducted at college / Institute level. Like ME (all Elective subjects). The
above examinations are to be conducted and as per the guidelines fixed by the State
Government on the background of COVID-19, the examinations in the form of
online/offline (as possible) with taking care of full health care with a duration of 60
minutes (one hour) of 50 marks, from 10 April, 2021. 60 multiple choice questions
(MCQs) will be given for the required exams at the college / institute level with
available facilities. Out of them, correct answers to 50 questions will be accepted.
The schedule should be fixed at the college / institute level and the students should
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be informed accordingly, and the college/ institute administration should ensure that
the papers of the backlog and regular candidates will not kept on the same day.
In-semester, online, session examinations (for written examination subjects and
Fundamentals of Programming Languages in engineering curriculum) should be
made available using the facilities available at the college / institute level. The
schedule should be fixed at the college / institute level and the students should be
informed accordingly. Using internal marks, web portal facility, the marks obtained
by the students in these examinations should be sent to the university by April 10,
2021.

Arrangement of Practical, Oral, Seminar, Mini-Projects, Projects and Dissertation
examinations for the first semester session in the academic year 2020-21, should be
done online / offline immediately, after completion of Oct/Nov 2020 examination
which are starting from 10 April, 2021." No separate circular will be issued for that.
The marks of these Practical and other mentioned examinations should be filled up
immediately after the completion of the online examination of the first session of the
concerned students using the Internal Marks Web portal facility of SPPU. No separate
schedule will be sent by the examination department for the appointment of external
examiners or colleges for any Practical, Oral, and Seminar, Mini projects, projects
and dissertation examinations. The Principal /Director should appoint the examiners
at the college level and conduct the examinations. Facilities will be provided for
filling up the marks of these examinations using the Internal Marks Web portal
facility. Only for M.C.A. MBA. External examiner will be appointed by the university
for Practical of similar courses.

The schedule of October / November, 2020 examinations will be published on the
University's website www.unipune.ac.in till March 25, 2021. Please note that
as per the decision taken by the University Authority Board, multiple
choice examinations have been scheduled on all Sundays also, as these
examinations must be completed within the stipulated time.

All the necessary information regarding the online examinations of the students from
the first year to the final year will be communicated to the students through SMS and
e-mail. However, for this, the registered e-mail ID and mobile number of the
student must be active.

In case of interruption in the online examination due to some technical reason, the
same period will be extended to the concerned student through computer system.
The previously solved answers will be saved, and the exam will resume from there.

. In order to get complete information about the online exam, practice exams based

on general questions (Mock Test / Practice Test) will be conducted before the main
exam from April 7, 2021 and all concerned will be informed.

For Physically challenged students (Divyang) facility and concession will be given as
per directions and norms of Govt.

Photocopy and re-evaluation facility will not be available for online multiple choice
questions (MCQ) exams.

14.1t should 'be noted that the results of the students from the colleges for

which the internal marks of the semester, online and session examinations
will be received by University on April 10, 2021 will be announced online



only and the mark sheets will be distributed along with March/April, 2021
examinations.

15. The marks will be converted for the respective examinations of the students as per
the examination schedule approved by the University Authority Board, e.g.
According to the examination schedule for the engineering course, there is an
examination of 70 marks. Students of this course will appear for the online exam in
Oct / Nov, 2020 based on 50 multiple choice questions, for 50 marks which will be
converted to out of 70 marks by using necessary conversion formula.

16. The planning of examinations for students coming under Circular No. 125 should be
done on the as per planning of university examinations at college level. Autonomous
college/ institutes should conduct examinations in compliance with all the rules.

The above examinations are conducted as per the guidelines laid down for
COVID-19. by the Central and State Government. From 10 April, 2021, 60 Multiple
Questions (MOQ) will be given at the college/ Institute level using the required
facilities, out of which 50 correct answered questions will be considered. The
schedule of these examinations should be published on the website of the college /
Institute and the details should be submitted to the examination-coordination Dept.
Also, the college / Institute should take full care that the papers of the backlog and
regular candidates will not kept on the same day

17. Students should register their grievances by logging in to sps.unipune.ac.in to
resolve the issues and queries encountered before and during the examinations, as
well as to contact their respective college/ Institute

The Principal / Director / College Examination Officer are requested to review the above
guidelines and inform all the teachers, non-teaching staff and students in your college
about this to solve any queries related to this.
